Vendor's Showcase presentations will receive the same Conference Committee-sponsored publicity as other programs being presented at the conference.

Concurrent programs have not yet been scheduled; at this time, it is not possible to state what other programs are being presented and the time of their presentation.
*
Wireless Internet Access is available throughout the Hickory Metro Convention Center, but presenters should come prepared with "canned" presentations in the event of technical difficulties.

Vendors may provide refreshments during their showcase time if they like.
